| read recently an article titled, “The TOP TEN ways that churches
drive away first time guests.” Of the reasons that this author discovered
in his poll, there was one, that for me, stood out from the rest; unfriendly
church members. | know, shocking, right? If we are the body of Christ, the
least you would expect is that everyone is friendly. And | would guess as
you are reading this, you thought, “this does not apply to us; everyone
comments on how friendly we are.”

However, part of the pit-fall of thinking that it’s not our problem
is that we may not be able to see it from a visitor’s perspective. I'm
guessing that there are times we think we are being friendly and yet we
might be sending an unfriendly message. Let me give you a couple
examples; greeting and chatting with people we already know while
visitors are left standing alone, body language or expressions that imply
disapproval, ministry groups that don’t accept anyone else into them, (we
have been together for 20 years!) churchy language that folks outside of
Immanuel wouldn’t understand. These are just a few of the ways that we
can send a “you’re not welcome here” message. Of course, we can go
overboard and end up fawning over visitors. Neither too much or too little
attention is a healthy approach. But rather if we can remember that it
took a tremendous amount of courage just to step over the threshold, we
might respond accordingly. Some visitors want to remain anonymous at
first, so a friendly hello, or welcome is enough. Greet them, introduce
yourself and let them guide the conversation if there is any. The more
often we recognize someone, the more likely they are to feel welcome.

| believe when we see ourselves as united in Christ, all across this
great big world, we no longer need to see our faith community as a club in
which someone needs to belong to in order to receive the love of the
community. Rather, as all have received God’s love and mercy, we all are
covered under God’s grace.

Welcome new tenant to the 501 Building

Ken Clark’s Coat Closet (KC3) has been serving the Grand Ledge
community for the past 6 years, with a twofold mission : 1. Providing free
clothing, personal care items, and other items to the Grand Ledge
community 2. Provide a work based learning environment for special
education students in our Giving Eaton County Kids Opportunities (GECKO)
program.

Donated clothing ranging in size from infants to adults are accepted.
Special education students wash, sort, hang, and maintain the items in the
closet year-round. Clothing is free to all. Often requests come from school
counselors and other school personnel for individual student needs. GECKO
students then fill the order and it will then be delivered to the school
involved.

The Closet has strong partnerships with Community Mental Health, GLEAP,
Volunteers of America, local employers in the area, and the Grand Ledge
Shopping Tour. The past year over 750 items were distributed for the Tour
including winter coats. boots, hats, and personal care kits. All of the above
named agencies work closely together to provide clothing for all who are in
need. GECKO students come from various high schools in Eaton County, not
just Grand Ledge.

Until now KC3 has operated in the Sawdon building of the Grand Ledge
Schools. However Sawdon is being renovated and KC3 had to move.
